You will be responsible for any fees or fines
levied by, without limitation, the water police,
emergency units, salvage/towing companies
which are as aresult of you and your party's
negligent acts or omissions or unacceptable
behaviour. We may, at our discretion, make a
charge at base to cover the value of any such
feesorfines.

ENGINE HOURS

Onboard equipment will record how many hours
you run your engine for during your cruise and
you will be charged an hourly rate when you
return your boat — payable at your end base in
local currency. This cost covers the fuel you use
to power the boats engine and onboard systems
(such as heating), as well as gas and general
engine wear &tear. The "hourly rate' differs by
region and boat-type, depends on market rates
of fueland is subject to change. Our Sales Team
can give anidea of our current rate prior to your
holiday and the actual rate can be confirmed at
check-in.

ENGINE HOUR DEPOSIT

Before you depart, you must leave a deposit for the
Engine Hour charge inlocal currency.

ARRIVAL TIME

For Early Check-ins (if pre-booked) you should
arrive from 11am. Standard check-ins start FROM
2pm. We will try to stagger arrivals to reduce the
amount of customers on site at any one time and
enable us to get you settled on board as quickly as
possible. To help us achieve this, you must confirm
your expected arrival time when you complete the
online Guest Information Form, which must be
completed at least 72hrs before you depart. We
may contact you in the week of your departure and
ask youto arrive slightly earlier or later, depending
on the number of other departures the same day.
We ask that you stick as closely to your agreed
arrival time as possible.

After you arrive, we'llneed to spend some time
with you completing the checkin processes and we
will then advise you when you can expect you pre-
departure boat briefing to take place. Youwon't be
able to leave the dockside straight away, but we'll
getyou setup andready to go as soonas possible.

RETURN TIME

Your boat should be returned and unoccupied by
9am on your last cruising day (or by midday if you
have booked alate check-out).

Please be mindful that the locks in some regions
don't open until 9am, so you will need to be through
the last lock before they close the previous day.

You may spend your last night at our base if you
wish. If you would like to check out early —just
let our base team know in advance so they can
prepare for your return.

RETURN CRUISING

Onareturn cruise you can visit villages and towns
onboth sides of the waterway and spend longer
inthe places you love most. As captain you decide
how far you travelin a day —just plan to be back

at the base to hand over your boat at the correct
time.

ONE-WAY CRUISING

Our network of bases means we can offer more
one-way cruises than any other operator, giving
you the best opportunity to see more without
retracing your steps. Allyou have to ensure is that
you arrive at your end destination on the correct
date and time. Please also note that for operational

reasons, the direction of your one-way cruise may
need to be changed at short notice, or switched
to areturn-to-base cruise. One-way supplement
applies - varies depending onroute.

CAR TRANSFERS

If youbook a one-way cruise and are travelling to
your start base by car, we can arrange forit to be
transferred to your end base while you cruise. This
must be prebooked and a fee applies, which varies
depending on the distance between bases. See our
booking terms and conditions for more details and
exclusions. Not available in Germany or Canada.

SHORT BREAKS (AND LONGER BREAKS)

Allour return cruises are suitable for 3, 4 or 5 night
short breaks, or you can choose one of the specific
itineraries outlinedin the brochure. Short breaks
can be booked in advance during low and mid-
season. Inhigh season (3 July - 20" August 2021),
short breaks can only be booked within four weeks
of departure. Longer cruises of 10 days or more can
also be booked subject to availability.

CRUISING DISTANCE & TIMES

We base our cruising distance estimates on the
experience of our teams, working on an average
speed of 7.5km/hr for most regions. The time taken
to go through alock will vary according to the time
of year, how busy the waterway is and whether
eachlocksis manned or self service when you pass
through them. We allow an average of 12mins, but
this does not take into account waiting times which
may also be necessary.

FUEL

Your boat is supplied with a full tank of diesel at

the start of your cruise and you will not normally
need to refuel en-route. The cost of fuel is included
withinan 'engine hours' charge —which, is charged
forlocally, inlocal currency, when you return you
boat. (See page 63 for further details).

MOORINGS

Generally, there are plenty of places to moor along
the public canals or riverways. There are some
restricted and private areas, butin most cruising
regions, finding moorings is not a problem —
sometimes a charge will apply. You may however,
prefer to moor in a public or private marina which,
for afee, offer facilities such as electric hook-ups,
water refill, showers, etc.

Germany: Overnight mooring on canals is not
permittedin Germany. Here, you may drop anchor
in alake or moorinamarina at your own expense.

Italy: For customers visiting Venice, the
surroundinglagoon and waterways can get very
busy and there are always difficulties in finding
somewhere to moor. Exclusive private moorings
will be available for all Le Boat customers cruising to
or from Casale for which a compulsory supplement
will be charged. This is payable at time of booking.
Please speak to our Sales Team for more details.

Canada: You are only allowed to moor in private
marinas, town/village marinas and Parks Canada
moorings (situated at lock stations) which all
provide overnight moorings for a fee, with varying
facilities and services. However, a mandatory fee
will be charged to Le Boat customers and covers
overnight moorings at all Parks Canada sites,

as well as the town/village marinas of Portland,
Seeley's Bay, Perth and Westport —a significantly

reduced rate than the fee charged locally at each
of these moorings sites.Availability at these
sitesis on a first-come, first served basis (andin
Westportisitalsolimited to two boats at any one
time - subsequent boats will be charged). The
supplement excludes the use of services such as
shore power, which is available in some locations.
Other mooring options are available for a fee,
which is payable locally.

Scotland: There is a charge for the use of all
waterside facilities and moorings along the
Caledonian Canal, which we are required to collect
in advance of your cruise. This willbe added, as a
cost, onto your booking.

PUMPING OUT WASTE WATER

In France (except Lot), Belgium and Italy, pumping
outis not required. In Canada, England, Scotland,
Ireland, Netherlands, Germany and on the River Lot
in France, allwaste water is stored in onboard tanks
and must be pumped out at waterside services

at your own expense. Our base teams will happily
provide details of the local pump out process,
locations and costs at check-in. Depending on
usage and occupancy, pump-outis usually required
every 2 -3 days. Waste water will be pumped at the
end of your vacation at the Le Boat base without
charge.

PLANNING YOUR CRUISING ITINERARY

The cruising suggestions and routes we show in
this brochure are just anindication of what can be
accomplished and we cannot guarantee they can
be always be achieved as shown. Unforseeable
circumstances (such as weather, local closures,
technicalissues, etc) may mean a particular is
route may become unachievable so you should
be flexible with your plans and expectations. Many
customers like to plan their holiday in advance,
while many simply 'make it up'as they cruise. So
long as your route only includes waterways listed
in this brochure and that you return your boat to
the booked end base by the agreed time and date.
To help you plan, there are maps and guides on
board, or you can download a region guide from our
website. You could also buy a detailed Waterways
Guide or cruising map in advance of your holiday
—visit our website or speak to our Sales Team for
recommendations.

LICENSES

You don't need a special boat license to hire or
drive any of our boats unless you cruise in some
areas of Germany. Where licenses are required,
they needto be obtained in your country before
arriving on holiday and you should send a copy to
our sales team when you book so that they can
confirm the license you have will be accepted by
the German authorities. Please speak to our Sales
Team for more information about whichlicenses
are required and how to obtain one. Please note:
In areas of Germany where nolicense is required,
customers without a license are required to attend
an extended 3hr briefing which begins at 1pm.

TRAVEL & PARKING

If you are driving to the base you'll find maps, GPS
co-ordinates and address details on our website —
or alternatively ask our Sales Team. Parking
facilities vary according to the base you are visiting.
Some bases have secure parking and/or garages
on site or nearby which can be used for a small
charge when booked in advance. Our Sales Team



will be happy to advise you on parking options, taxi
companies and costs.

WHAT TO PACK

Soft bags are much better than suitcases!
Remember to bring rubber-soled shoes and leather
or gardening gloves are useful when holding the
ropesinthelocks. Binoculars and atorch are also a
goodidea.

TVS, MOBILE PHONES & WI-FI

TV screens are provided on some boats on which

to view DVDs only. Because of the high likelihood

of poor reception, they are notintended to view
scheduled local programming. In some cruising
areas you may finditis not possible to get a good
mobile phone or internet signal. Coverage is usually
better nearer the towns and villages, where thereis
also often Wi-Fiaccess too. Wi-Fipacks are available
for hirein France.

ELECTRONICS AND POWER

Allboats have a 12 volt power sockets (as you

would use in a car) which can be used to plugin

your adapter lead for a mobile phone or any other
low power equipment. Some models also have
110/210V/220V plug sockets (you will need a plug
adaptor suitable for the country you are visiting).
Onmost boats, these sockets only provide power
when cruising or when 'hooked-up'to a shore
power supply. Our new Horizon boats also have USB
sockets in the saloon and all cabins.

MINIMUM AND MAXIMUM OCCUPANCY

Our boats are not insured to accommodate and
transport more than the stated capacity advertised.
The minimum number of people required to hire a
boatis 2 adults.

AGELIMIT

You must be 18 years old to hire a Le Boat selfdrive
cruiser; 21 yearsinlreland.

LOCKS

You will find various different styles of locks on the
canals and rivers in our destinations. Some are
electric, some are manual. They can be automatic or
either operated by alock keeper or self service (and
this may vary throughout your holiday). Opening
hours will be advised by your base, as they vary from
country to country, and in different cruising regions.
Locks are generally open every day but some are
closed on Public Holidays. If you're looking for lock-
free cruising, then areturn-to-base cruise from our
base in St.Gilles in the Camargue is a perfect choice.

CUSTOMER GUARANTEE

VISITORS TO CANADA

When travelling to Canada you must check with your

Under Canada's ETA program,
citizens from countries other than the United
States, who do not need a visa to enter Canada,

will need to obtain an online authorisation before
flying to Canada, unless otherwise exempted. The
earlier travellers get their ETA, the sooner they will
benefit from knowing they have been pre-screened

to enter Canada. A fee of around $10is payable
for processing an application for an electronic
travel authorisation. An application for an
electronic travel authorisation must be made
by means of an electronic system thatis made
available by the Department (Citizenship and
Immigration Canada) for that purpose. An
electronic travel authorisation is valid for a
period of five years from the day on which it
isissued, unlessitis cancelled,anew ETAis
issued or if your passport expires before then.
